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Joe the Plumber Calls on Obama to Demand
Revisions to Hamas Charter

“I’d Start With The Part That Calls For The
Destruction Of Israel”

LOS ANGELES (January 16, 2009) - Pajamas TV (www.pjtv.com) announced that Joe
Waurzelbacher, who became known worldwide as “Joe the Plumber” during the 2008
presidential campaign, today called on U.S. President-elect Barack Obama to demand
revisions to the Hamas Charter from his current reporting post in Israel.
